General Procedure

1. The Sun Ray Math Competition will be held on Sunday, November 22 at Carrollton Sun Ray Chinese School.
2. Each student can only participate in one grade/subject. 

3. Students who are not checked in and in the testing area at the scheduled start time for the competition will not be allowed to take the test. 

4. Each contestant will have 50 minutes to take the test. Those who continue to work on the test after the time has expired will be disqualified.
5. Once testing has begun, students will not be allowed to leave the classroom unless they have completed the test. Otherwise, their test will be voided.

6. All cell phones must be off or outside of the testing area. Any student seen using cellular devices or other electronic devices will be disqualified.

7. Students are only allowed to bring two pencils and an eraser into the testing area. Cell phones, books, backpacks, or any other personal belongings must be left outside of the classroom.

8. Parents are to wait outside of the classroom.

9.  Tests will be graded on accuracy. How quickly a test is completed and turned in will only factor in tie-breaking. 

Tie Breaker
In the event of two or more tests with the exact same accuracy score, the speed of which the tests were completed will then be taken into account. Therefore, the student who completed the test in the faster time will win.
