Entry Fees

All entries submitted on or before October 20, 2010, must include a $8 entry fee along with the completed registration form. Late entries submitted on or before November 1, 2010, must include a $15 entry fee. On-site registration is not available.  All entry fees are non-refundable.

General Procedure

In every round of competition, each contestant will spell one word. All words will come from the vocabulary pool that is made available to all contestants with the exception of when there are only two contestants remain.

Penalties

A contestant is eliminated from the competition when he or she has accumulated three penalties. Penalties are issued for misspelling a word, changing the spelling of a word while retracing it, exceeding the time limit or any misbehavior. Judges may issue a warning to a contestant at their discretion; if a warned contestant fails to correct his or her behavior, he or she may be issued a penalty.

Time

A contestant will have 15 seconds to spell a word. Time starts after the word is given.  A contestant must begin spelling a word within five seconds after the word's is given. An oral and/or visual warning will be given when five seconds is about to expire and the contestant has not begun to spell the word. If the contestant does not begin to spell the word promptly after the warning is issued, he or she will receive a penalty.  A separate oral and/or visual warning will be given to the contestant when there are only five seconds left for spelling the word.  Exceeding the 15 seconds limit will result in a penalty. 

Final Three

When only three contestants remain in the competition, an equal opportunity is given to everyone. Each person will be given a different word from the word list, regardless of whether a contestant spells the word correctly or not.  At this point, disregard all penalties. If one contestant misspells a word, the other two contestants will still have a chance to spell their own words. If both of the other contestants spell their words correctly, then the contestant who misspelled the word gets 3rd place. However, if two out of the three contestants spell their given words incorrectly, then the elimination procedure begins. The person who spelled his word correctly is already eligible for competing for 1st or 2nd place, while the other two will have to compete for 3rd place. If one contestant misspells a word, that word will be given to the other contestant. If the other contestant spells the word correctly, he or she will be given another word. If the second contestant spells the new word correctly as well, he or she will be declared eligible to go on to compete for 1st or 2nd place. However, if one contestant misspells a word and the other contestant corrects the error but misspells the new word, the new word is referred to the first contestant. If the first contestant corrects the error and correctly spells the next word given as well, he or she will be declared eligible to go on to compete. If both spellers misspell the same word, both shall continue in the competition for the 3rd place.
Final Round

When only two contestants remain in the competition, the elimination procedure changes; disregard penalties.  All words in this round will come from a list of words not available to contestants.

If one contestant misspells a word, that word will be given to the other contestant. If the other contestant spells the word correctly, he or she will be given another word. If the second contestant spells the new word correctly as well, he or she will be declared the winner.
