Entry Fees
All forms must include an $8.00 entry fee if submitted before or on March 15th, 2010. The fee is $15.00 if submitted after March 15th. Do not send forms after March 31st, 2010. On-site registration is not available.

General Procedure
Each grade level is assigned with a different topic. Competitors will be required to write and memorize an original speech about their subject. The speech will be presented in front of an audience comprised of contestants in their grade level. Three judges will also be present to judge the speech and rank the students’ performance. The speech should be about the assigned topic and complete within the time limit allowed for the grade level.

ALL JUDGES’ DECISIONS ARE FINAL.

Penalties
Contestants may be disqualified and asked to leave for inappropriate behavior. The interruption of other contestants’ speech, disrespectful attitudes, and disobeying the captain will not be tolerated. The captain will reiterate the rules at the beginning of the competition. 

Awards
The 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners from each grade level will receive a trophy during the award ceremony.

Time
Contestants should prepare their speech to meet the minimum time required and not exceed the maximum time allowed. A 30 second grace period is allowed after the maximum time exhausted. Surpassing the time limit will be penalized through the discretion of the judges. The timer will give time signals throughout each speech. 

1st & 2nd grade: 1 - 2 minutes

3rd & 4th grade:  2 - 3 minutes

5th & 6th grade:  3 - 4 minutes

7th & 8th grade:  4 - 5 minutes

Speech Topics
1st grade: Why does the tiger have stripes? How did the tiger get them?

2nd grade: Choose a favorite snack and explain how it is made.

3rd grade: Describe a fairytale and explain why it is interesting or entertaining.

4th grade: Choose a hero or idol and explain why he or she is a good role model.

5th grade: Pick a favorite charity or organization. What makes it unique?

6th grade: Create a company. What does it provide that distinguishes it?

7th/8th grade: Explain personal viewpoints concerning global warming.
